• Diagnostic, preventative and restorative services including 
examinations and prophylaxis, fillings, oral surgery, and (with 
authorization) crowns, dentures, and root canals.  In addition, 
children under 21 years are eligible to receive dental sealants, 
fluoride applications and some orthodontic care.

• The Dental Hygiene clinic offers the general public 
professional dental hygiene services that help individuals 
establish and maintain optimum dental health.  A licensed 
dentist and a registered dental hygienist supervise each 
patient’s treatment.  Services offered are dental hygiene 
therapy, full- mouth x-rays, bitewing x-rays and tooth 
sealants.
